I will test objects to see if they are magnetic or not.


I will think about recycling. 


I will learn about spring and recognise signs of spring.


I will explore freezing and melting.


I will learn more about Christianity.


I will join in with Easter celebrations. 


I will practise saying some French words & phrases.


I will talk about staying safe on the computer.


I will reconise different types of technology in school and at home.








Literacy (L)


I will continue to recognise the letters of the alphabet and the sound they make.
