How to maoke a hird cake feeder:
You will need:

e Bird seed
e Lard
e Cuttlery knife
e Bowml
e Pine cone or stick
e String
Meth.od:

e Cut off a chunk of lard and put in the bhowl.

e Add sewveral handfulls of seeds.

Using your hands Cor a spoon) mix the lard and seeds together so it is
gooeky and the seeds are all mixed in. Add more seed if required.

Tie string to the top of your stick or pine cone £0 YJou con hang it to a
Ltree.

Funally cowver your stick or pine cone with your bhird caoke and tie to a
tree.

Fruwit kebabs:
How to make frruit kebhaohbh feeders.

You will need:
o Either wire or metal /wooden kehah skewer or metal coat
hanger or string and needle
String
Scissors
Fruit cut into piences Cadult AAPRINLALON ,rz,a,,u,j,fz,d.) eqg apple, orange,
pear
Whole gropes and roasins (L?P Mo have them)

Meth.od:

o Thread your fruit onto your chosen wire/string[skewer.

e If your material can hend then make it into a loop and tie [twist it at
the top. Attach string to tie it up.

o If your material is rigid you can tie string to the top to hang it to the
tree (make sure Mour fruit con not slip ,Oafd!f) or tie string on either end to
make a perch.

o Hang your feeder in your garden and watch over time to
see if the bhirds come.




Toilet Roll Bird Feeder:

You will need:
o loilet roll tuhe
e String
o Scissors
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e Peanut bhutter (Wse only in your own garden and if no naut ,a,U..eLg,L.e/s)

e Bird seed

Meth.od:
e Spread peanut butter onto the toilet roll tubhe using a cuttlery knife.
e Roll the tuhe in the seeds until covered.

e Put string throught the middle of your tube and tie at the top.
e Hang in your garden.

Cherio Bird Feeder:

You will need:

Wire (or pipe cleaner)

Cherrios

Extra small treets such as bhlueherries or roisins
(optional)

String

Scissors

Meth.od:

e Tie string to the top and hang in your gorden.

Challnege- can you Link shapes together like this:

Thread the cherios and optional fruit onto the wire or pipe cleaner.
Make an intersting shape- hearts work well.
Twist the wire at the top to secure and so your cherios do not foll off.
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Please rememhber to remove any materials that are not bhiocdegradahble (d.o not
rot ,a.w,a.y) once MJour feeders have heen eatten hut it is even hetier to keep

refilling them .and feeding the hirds e~xery day!
